Score Point 3:  The student clearly understands the concept.

The scorer finds the text readable and understandable.

Score Point 2:  The student's writing may be confusing, but the concept is addressed and some understanding is present.

Score Point 1:  The student exhibits no knowledge of the concept.

Understanding is not exhibited.

Score Point 3:  Communicating is clear, with consistent use of correct

language to communicate information about the concept.

Score Point 2:  Language is used in a satisfactory way to communicate

information about the task.  There are some lapses in organization and

clarity.

Score Point 1:  Communication is unsuccessful.  Disorganization is very

evident.

To understand how this transfers to letter grades and how it will be entered into my electronic grade book program,  Score Point 3 represents a letter grade "A" or 100%.  Score Point 2 represents a letter grade "B" or 90%. Score Point 1 represents a letter grade "C' or 80%.  Those percentages will then be entered into my grade book program.  I have not outlined plans for a letter grade "D" or a letter grade "F".  It will be my goal to help my students perform at the letter grade "C" or 80% level.
